Using monthly or 13-week passes, travelling with Thames 
Travel from Grove, Oxford or Abingdon all the way to Reading 
or Wokingham can be as cheap as £1.75 a day.

13 Week Passes
All routes, all services, unlimited travel. 13 week passes can 
be purchased from our Wallingford office or by post for £160.

Monthly Tickets
All routes, all services, unlimited travel. One month tickets can 
be purchased from the driver for £60.

Ten Trip Tickets
Valid for 10 single trips, cheaper than buying single and return 
tickets, can be purchased from the driver. Discount for full 
time students with their student card.

PLUSBUS is a ticket that is added to your train ticket when 
you buy it, so you pay for your travel around town in 
one easy transaction.

CHILD FARES are NOT available after 1930 hrs on Friday, 
Saturday or Sunday evenings nor are School Season passes 
accepted. Valid child day returns, ten trippers, Monthly or 13 
week passes can be used after 1930 hrs on Friday, Saturday 
or Sunday evenings.

Smartcards - the key®
These will store 1 week, 4 weeks, 13 weeks and 1 year passes. 
You will be able to purchase these on-line or by post and 
once you have a smartcard you will be able to top it up 
on-line, or on the bus (1 week passes only). We will have a 
facility so that you can register your card so should you lose 
it or have it stolen we will be able to stop it being used and 
issue you with a replacement.
If you purchase an Oxford SmartZone pass, your smartcard 
will be valid within the Oxford City area on the buses 
operated by Oxford Bus Company and Stagecoach too.

Buggy and wheelchair accessible
All our routes are operated with buggy and wheelchair 
accessible buses. So if there is space there is no need to 
collapse your buggy, just wheel on and off - it couldn’t be 
easier.

Safety and Security
We are aware that passengers want to travel in as safe an 
environment as possible, particularly late at night. All buses 
on our routes are equipped with CCTV cameras and sound 
recording equipment to enhance your safety throughout your 
journey.
After dark it can be difficult for the driver to see you if you are 
waiting at an unlit bus stop. If possible please carry a torch to 
flash at the bus as soon as you see it to alert the driver of your 
presence at the stop.

Safeguarding the Environment
Because we are committed to making the least possible 
impact on our ecosystem, all buses operating on our routes 
are fitted with environmentally friendly engines which have 
very low emissions.

You will 
also be charged for the return text message, again at your standard network rate; on 
most networks the standard charge will be 10p but it can be a maximum of 12p.
